ABOUT THE SPEAKERS 
 
GREG GRANT,a horticulturist, naturalist, garden writer, 

and plant developer, is co-author of Home Landscaping 

— Texas (2004) and The Southern Heirloom Garden 

(1995), and writes the popular “In Greg’s Corner” column 

for Texas Gardener magazine.  His garden and farm have 

been featured in a number of magazines and other publi-

cations .including Texas Gardener, Woman’s Day, Farm 

and Ranch News and The Dallas Morning News.  He 

currently serves as a part-time research associate at the 

Stephen F. Austin Mast Arboretum in Nacogdoches, 

Texas. 

 

CHARLES ALLEN, Ph.D...a biology professor at ULM 

before retiring from teaching, is currently a botanist at Ft. 

Polk. He has attended all of our previous festivals giving 

invaluable contributions with his programs, plant walks 

and displays. Active with the Louisiana Native Plant So-

ciety and the Cajun Prairie Habitat Preservation Society, 

Charles is the co-author of several books on native plants. 

 

BOB RICKETT, who holds both a bachelor’s and a 

master’s degree in physics, served in a number of posi-

tions in addition to teaching physics at ULM from 1959 to 

1998.  As Associate Dean of the College of Pure and 

Applied Sciences, helping to establish an extensive au-

dio/visual laboratory for production and presentation of 

educational materials for the college offered him the op-

portunity to refine his interest in nature and nature pho-

tography.  In retirement, Bob gives many programs on 

birds and other nature subjects with perhaps the most 

popular being the one on ruby-throated hummingbirds. 

 

MIKE & ANITA BRISCO, both retired teachers, taught 

for 27 years in Texarkana, Arkansas schools.  Since re-

tirement they are again teaching, this time in the hands-on 

science and computer lab at Kilpatrick Elementary School 

and have created a large butterfly garden there.  The gar-

den is a designated Way station for monarch butterflies in 

migration.  Since Mike and Anita began tagging mon-

archs about 12 years ago, they have had 16 of their tagged 

butterflies recovered in Mexico.  The two give 

“Schoolyard Habitat” workshops for the Arkansas Game 

and Fish Commission.. 

 

ROBIN BRIDGES, Claiborne Parish County Agent (4-

H/ANR), has been a frequent speaker at our festival, pre-

senting varied programs. Environmental Stewardship 

begins at home. Mr. Bridges enjoys educating youth and 

adults about this important topic. He has been working 

with youth and adults on water conservation/water quality 

for 15 years.  Robin started teaching the Master Gardener 

class in Webster Parish in 2003.  He enjoys working with 

homeowners and home gardeners alike.
